It will also assist students in developing a modern philosophy of mathematics 
education. Students will examine central concepts in mathematics, gain computer skills in 
processing scientific/mathematical data, and examine the process for representing physi-
cal systems as mathematical models. The students will develop inquiry activities that are 
aligned to standards-based mathematics curricula and apply them to class through prac-
tica. In an attempt to develop authentic assessments aligned to mathematics education 
standards, students will also examine a comprehensive assessment system and critically 
evaluate assessment portfolios based on standards. This course addresses the standards of 
the Maine Learning Results, and the National Council of Mathematics (NCTM) stan-
dards.

Through an investigation of the authors and their 
characters, the course will consider historical thought and culture in relation to the texts, 
and will attempt to discover recurrent themes and issues that may reveal qualities of and 
aid us in the interpretation of ÔWomenÕs Literature.Õ In particular, the course will take into 
account the ways in which sexual politics intersect with the politics of sexual orientation, 
class, race, ethnicity, nationality, and other markers of difference.  We will consider pos-
sibilities for understanding and changing the cultural, political, and social systems that 
define, confine, and/or constrain women.  Prerequisite: ENGM 101 Composition or per-
mission of instructor.  http://www.courses.maine.edu  CR3.

ENGM 117 ASYN Intro to Literary & Cultural Studies 
ONLINE

Dec 29 - Jan 16
An introduction to the goals, methods, and implications of literary analysis in the 21st 
century. The underlying assumption is that there is no such thing as a generic or standard 
reading of a literary work; all readings take place in and depend on a critical framework, 
whether that be explicit or implicit. From this starting point, the course is constructed 
around several critical approaches. One of these is a formalist approach in which students 
interpret the literary text on the basis of its formal features and stylistic conventions. Stu-
dents will then explore other opposing and overlapping critical approaches, including but 
not limited to, feminist, Marxist, historicist, and psychological. Prerequisite: ENG 101 or 
permission of instructor.

ENGM 212 CH 1 Topics in English Literature: The Works of Stephen 
King M/W 2:30 PM-3:45 PM
 
UMM semester begins 1/21/2009
This course explores the novels of Stephen King and some of their film adaptations.  Stu-
dents gain an overview of the concepts and methods involved in literary analysis, includ-
ing its different disciplinary approaches and critical perspectives.  Students then apply the 
understanding, skills, and methods gained to the study of KingÕs best-known works, in-
cluding The Shining, Pet Cemetery, The Tommyknockers, and The Stand. Through this 
process, students come to appreciate the complexity of these novels, which extend be-
yond popular expressions of horror to provide commentaries on issues like economic ine-
quality, gender construction, and the problematic status of knowledge.  Prerequisite: ENG 
101 Composition or the equivalent, and a 100-level literature course, or permission of 
instructor.  http://www.courses.maine.edu  CR3.

ENGM 224 ASYN Masterpieces of World Literature

literature masterpieces to determine how and why such works transcend their particular 
time and place.

This much shorter period saw enormous increases in trade, cultural, political and 
military interaction among all regions of the world. A major theme of this era is colonial-
ism, the rise of European state, economic, and cultural power, and the reactions of the 
non-Western world to that power.  http://www.courses.maine.edu.

MANM 301 ASYN Management 
ONLINE
 
UMM semester begins 1/21/2009
Designed to present management as a science, an art, and a profession. The course em-
phasizes both the theoretical and the practical, presenting management as a process of 
utilizing organizational resources to achieve specific objectives through the functions of 
planning, organizing, leading, and controlling.  Prerequisite: satisfactory completion of 
ENGM101 Composition, or equivalent, or permission of instructor.

Emphasis is upon the application of these skills 
in the process of discovery, evaluation and entry into entrepreneurial opportunities.  Pre-
requisite: MAN 221, senior standing, or permission of instructor.

MATM 113 ASYN Introduction to Statistics

Designed for students who need a reading knowledge of introductory statistical concepts, 
this course focuses on basic concepts and methods of statistics: data analysis, data pro-
duction, and statistical inference. Data analysis concerns the methods for exploring, or-
ganizing, and describing data. Data production looks at methods for producing data to 
answer specific questions. Statistical inference moves beyond the data to draw conclu-
sions about a wider universe, taking into account that conclusions are uncertain. In order 
to describe and understand statistical inference, a limited introduction to probability will 
be presented. This class will introduce and utilize the statistical software package Minitab 
for course assignments and student tutorials.  Prerequisite: MATM 012 Beginning Alge-
bra or the equivalent, or permission of instructor.  http://www.courses.maine.edu  CR3.

MTRM 101 ASYN Meteorology 
ONLINE
 
UMM semester begins 1/21/2009
An introduction to the study of weather and weather-related phenomena including solar 
radiation, temperature, moisture, winds, air pressure, air masses, weather patterns, 
weather analysis, weather forecasting, climate, weather instruments, and computers. 
Upon completion of this course a student should have a qualitative understanding of how 
many of the basic principles of physics, chemistry and mathematics are applied in mete-
orology; and the ability to relate personal weather observations to data received from 
weather instruments and analyzed on standard weather charts, as well as a new set of 
general data analysis skills. This course is delivered online and by videotape or DVD.

National Government, equivalent, or permission of instructor.

PSYM 221 ASYN Health Psychology

This course will survey theory and research on the interrelationships of mental processes 
and behavior with physical health and well-being. Major areas covered include: (1) the 
interface between mind and body; (2) the role of belief systems in engaging in health pro-
tective behavior; (3) the influence of stress on the immune system; and (4) the biological, 
psychological, social, and behavioral factors that moderate maintaining health or devel-
oping illness, such as individual differences in personality, life-style choice, coping 
styles, and the availability of social support. Methodological issues in health psychologi-
cal research will also be discussed.  Prerequisites: ENG 101 Composition and PSY 110

PSYM 223 ASYN Sports Psychology

tory of sport psychology; (2) the application of principles of learning and behavior; (3) 
motivation and social psychology; (4) the assessment of individual differences in person-
ality of athletes; and (5) principles of coaching and the psychology of exercise and fit-
ness.

PSYM 303 ASYN Understanding Testing 
ONLINE
 
UMM semester begins 1/21/2009
This course will describe the nature of tests as employed in psychological, educational, 
career development, and health settings.  Topics covered will include why we test, what 
makes for a "good" test, what is meant by reliability and validity of a test and how these 
are created and determined, what makes a test biased, the differences between the con-
cepts of and testing for intelligence, achievement, aptitudes, personality, interests, and 
relationship issues, the basic statistical concepts used in test construction and creating test 
scores will be included, and specific well-known tests described and discussed in some 
detail.  The course is designed for students planning for a career in which tests are used 
and test reports must be read and understood (e.g. psychology, social work, education, 
counseling), and others interested in knowing more about tests because their current work 
setting or school setting employs tests.  Prerequisite: none  
Http://www.courses.maine.edu  CR3.

PSYM 311 ASYN Social Psychology 
ONLINE
 
UMM semester begins 1/21/2009
A study of the social and cultural factors affecting human behavior, including effects on 
observable behavior, emotions, attitudes and other cognitions. Topics of conformity, per-
suasion, aggression, prejudice, pre-social behavior, relationships, and group influence are 
considered.  Prerequisite: PSYM 110 Intro to Psychology, SOCM 114  Applied Psychol-
ogy and Junior standing, equivalent, or permission of instructor.

PSYM 313 ASYN Counseling Diverse Populations 
ONLINE
 
UMM semester begins 1/21/2009
This counseling course is designed to help the student acquire the skills necessary to be-
come a culturally competent mental health or social service practitioner, that is, someone 



who is sensitive to cultural differences and to their impact on human interactions. The 
course is based on the fundamental premise that cultural competence is an ongoing and 
multi-layered process working at personal, interpersonal, and organization-wide levels. 
Topics to be addressed include skills to increase cultural awareness and understanding, 
skills to foster effective interpersonal communication, and organizational change strate-
gies. Students will learn to identify and understand culture as it operates on different so-
cial levels (class, ethnicity, gender, sexual orientation). Students will also learn to identify 
the barriers to effective communication and positive relationships including how culture 
may be a barrier.  Prerequisite: PSY 110, PSY 211, or PSY 213 or permission of instruc-
tor.  http://www.courses.maine.edu  CR3.

PSYM 319 ASYN Psychology of Appearance 
ONLINE
 
UMM semester begins 1/21/2009
This course will explore the appearance-related concerns and distress which are experi-
enced by a significant proportion of people with visible disfigurements (i.e., amputations, 
obesity) as well as those with non-visible disorders such as Body Dysmorphic Disorder 
(BDD), Anorexia, and Bulimia. The course will be a comprehensive summary and critical 
evaluation of research and understanding concerning the psychology of appearance; 
along with an historical review of research to date; a review of the methodological chal-
lenges for researchers in this area; an overview of current understanding of appearance-
related concerns and distress in the general population and among those with acquired or 
congenital disfigurements such as burns, clefts of the lip and/or palate, scarring and acne. 
We will explore the psychosocial factors which are protective and those which exacerbate 
distress; offer a vision of a comprehensive approach to support; and examine how inter-
ventions may meet the needs of those affected. This course provides essential reading for 
psychology students, health and clinical psychologists, health professionals, employers 
and policy makers interested in the ramifications of appearance concerns.  Prerequisite 
Psy 110 Intro to Psychology.  CR3.  Lecturer Charles Rayner

PSYM 327 ASYN Chemical Dependency 
ONLINE
 
UMM semester begins 1/21/2009
This course introduces the student to basic information concerning chemical dependency.  
A survey of historical and present-day perspectives on alcohol and drug abuse and addic-
tion in society and the workplace will be covered.  The mechanism of drug action and the 
nature of addiction including the psychological, physiological, behavioral and social ef-
fects of alcohol and other drugs will be covered in depth.  The role of the counselor in 
substance abuse prevention, substance abuse addiction identification and treatment will 
be addressed.  Alcoholics Anonymous and other self-help groups, programs and treatment 
modalities are addressed.  While the major focus of the course is on alcohol and drug 



abuse, substance abuse in special populations is addressed.  Prerequisite:  PSY 110 and 
PSY 211, or permission of instructor.  CR3.  Assoc. Prof. Frank Lane

PSYM 330 ASYN Perception and Cognition 
ONLINE
 
Dec 29 - Jan 16
A human information processing approach to human perception and cognition. Relation-
ships between psychological and physical realities are formalized as students consider the 
physiological and psychological processes in the behaviors discussed. Topics include at-
tention, vision, audition, knowledge representation, memory, language, problem solving, 
and decision making.  Prerequisite: MAT 113, PSY 110, PSY 320, or permission of in-
structor.  http://www.courses.maine.edu  CR3.

REMM 217 ASYN Kinesiology 
ONLINE
 
UMM semester begins 1/21/2009
This course examines human joint movements and their respective neuromuscular activi-
ties.  The course emphasis is on biomechanics and the effects of internal and external 
forces on functions of the human locomotor system.  The course requires good qualitative 
and quantitative skills in order to effectively examine the performance of movement and 
to be able to apply these concepts to professional responsibilities in areas such as physical 
therapy, athletic training, physical education, coaching, health club management or per-
sonal training.  This course meets the kinesiology requirement for the State of Maine en-
dorsement: Teacher of Physical Education.  Prerequisite: BIO 110 or BIO 210 or permis-
sion of instructor.  http://www.courses.maine.edu  CR4.

REMM 319 ASYN Topics in Tourism:  Coastal Tourism

This course explores the opportunities and impacts related to coastal tourism from global, 
regional, and local perspectives. Case studies and a variety of course material will be 
used to allow students to examine certain aspects of coastal tourism related to their inter-
ests. Students will study the economical, social, and environmental impacts of specific 
coastal tourism activities, as well as more general trends within recent decades. Students 
will also examine specific opportunities and issues related to coastal tourism in Maine 
and in their own regions.  http://www.courses.maine.edu  CR3.

REMM 414 ASYN Grant and Proposal Writing 
ONLINE



/WRIM 414 
UMM semester begins 1/21/2009
An introduction to the art and science of preparing grant proposals for nonprofit organiza-
tions.  Emphasis is placed on writing and research skills.  By examining the nature and 
interests of granting agencies and applicant organizations, students learn the importance 
of relationship-
building and how to match funding needs with appropriate grant opportunities.  The 
preparation of mock grant  proposals takes students through the entire grant application 
cycle  of need definition, grant research, program and budget planning,  proposal writing, 
submission/review/funding, and post-award administration.  Prerequisite: Knowledge of 
nonprofit/public organizations, writing ability, and Internet skills.

SEDM 320 ASYN Special Education Law

Students will study the American legal system and procedural due process in order to de-
velop a framework for addressing legal issues relating to students with disabilities. The 
six principles of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act will be covered as well as 
providing for a free appropriate public education, identifying and assessing students, edu-
cating in the least restrictive environment, providing related services, addressing disci-
pline issues, and finding solutions to challenging situations facing students with disabili-
ties. The role of the federal, state and local government in special education issues will 
also be covered with special emphasis on case and regulatory law, including Maine regu-
lations.  Prerequisite: SED 310 Dimensions of Exceptionality or by permission of the in-
structor.  http://www.courses.maine.edu  CR3.

SEDM 380 ASYN Teaching Students with Autism Spectrum Disorders

The purpose of this course to educate current and future educators about a spectrum of 
disorders that are being diagnosed more frequently than ever before, exploring autism 
spectrum disorders in depth. Students will gain knowledge of the IDEA and DSM-IV 
definitions of autism spectrum disorders, prevalence, and possible causes. Characteristics, 
teaching strategies, adaptations, and related disorders secondary to ASD will be explored. 
This course may be applied toward State of Maine endorsement 282: Teacher of Students 
with Disabilities.  Prerequisite: SEDM 310 Dimensions in Exceptionality or equivalent or 
permission of instructor.

SOCM 114 ASYN Introduction to Sociology

the family, social stratification, inter-group relations, deviance, demography, collective 
behavior, popular culture, social movements, and social change.

There is also discussion of power relationships, role development, socialization of chil-
dren, family reorganization, and malfunction and adaptation within the family structure.

The components and mission of the criminal justice system 
are analyzed in light of existing constitutional protections and the multi-cultural diversity 
of 21st century America.  Attention is directed toward the role of politics, the media, and 
race and social class.  Major American institutions including the police, the courts, and 
corrections as well as major criminal justice initiatives like the 'War on Drugs' are exam-
ined.  Prerequisites:  SOC 114 Introduction to Sociology or CMYM 215 Crime and Soci-
ety, or equivalent, or permission of instructor.  http://www.courses.maine.edu  CR3.

WRIM 208 ASYN Technical Writing in the Information Age

industry, business, government, and social services. Students apply their understanding 
and develop their skills by interacting with each other and with the instructor in an elec-
tronic medium.

Students will be introduced to the issues, perspectives, and findings of this relatively new 
field of scholarship, which examines the role of gender in the construction of knowledge.

WSTM 410 ASYN Feminist Theory

This course will provide an introduction to and exploration of some of the central issues 
of contemporary feminist thought, such as identity, difference, body, gender, sexuality, 
ethics, race, ethnicity, class, popular culture, power, oppression, reproduction and lan-
guage. Students will learn how various feminist theorists have answered these basic but 
complicated questions: What is feminism? What is theory? What and who is feminist 
theory for? What are the main types and concepts of feminist theories? Feminist theory 
will increase studentsÕ awareness of how gender theories relate to their lives. Through 
reading both classic and contemporary selections of feminist and non-feminist thinking 
about women, men, and society, students will engage with some of the central problems 
within feminist theory.  Prerequisite: WST 110 Intro to Women's Studies or the equivalent 
and two additional Women's Studies courses or the equivalent, or permission of instruc-
tor.  http://www.courses.maine.edu  CR3.
